    "Ask not what your country can do for you, but ask what you can do for your country." It's a famous quote from US president John F. Kennedy's inaugural (就职的) speech in 1961.
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Born in 1984, Mark Zuckerberg, the founder of the social networking site Facebook, must agree with Kennedy. He donated $100 million (670 million yuan) to the public schools in New Jersey, US in September, 2010.

Who is this young billionaire? How did he make his fortune?
Nine years ago, Zuckerberg was a computer geek at Harvard University. As a second-year student, he set up a website to put the "face books" - photos of incoming first-year students online.

The website, where people were able to share personal information, was a success at once.

Zuckerberg first opened Facebook to high school students and then to everyone. Greetings such as "Have you checked your Facebook page today?" and "Do your 'friends' know what you ate for breakfast?" became a part of American life. Now Facebook is the most popular site in the world with 500 million users. If Facebook were a country, it would be the world's third largest.

"I could have never imagined all of the ways people would use Facebook when we were getting started nine years ago," Zuckerberg wrote in a recent blog.

Zuckerberg's dream is to make the Internet a more connected place. That mission (任务) could become profitable for Facebook: The more people share information about themselves online, the more money Facebook will make selling advertising. When Zuckerberg is about to be 29 years old, he is already worth $17 billion (105.4 billion yuan).

Yet the billionaire keeps his own life out of the public eye. At the company, it's said that he sits among a sea of desks like hundreds of workers. A visitor to Facebook might not even notice Zuckerberg in T-shirt and jeans. He usually takes one two-week vacation each year with his wife Priscilla Chan, a Chinese American student with whom got married in 2012, it's reported that he roasts pigs and goats in his backyard for friends and takes Mandarin lessons.

The Social Network, a movie based on Zuckerberg's story, was on show in October 2010. It had become one of the popular films of the year.

  On August 15, 2011, the Ministry Publish Security started a campaign to educate drivers about the dangers of driving after drinking. 

As a part of the campaign, police officers watched bars, restaurants and KTVs in Beijing, Shanghai, Liaoning, Jiangsu, Zhejiang, Hubei and Guangdong. It ended up on December 30. But it told the drivers the meaning of the new traffic laws and the dangers of drinking.

In Beijing, some restaurants put up notices and told drivers about their responsibility. “Usually if a group of guests come by car, the driver won’t drink. If he does, we’ll remind him,” said a waitress from Dongfang Restaurant in Beijing. Fewer drivers are drinking alcohol nowadays, since many know about the campaign.

Wang Lankun, a traffic policeman in Beijing said, “Some drivers think a glass of beer is not a problem. But a blood test will show that their blood-alcohol level is more than 20mg for each 100ml of blood, that is enough to affect their driving.’’

, drivers who have a blood-alcohol level of over 20mg for each 100ml of blood will get a fine of 500 yuan. Also, they will not be allowed to drive for three months.

In fact, there are strict laws to punish drunk driving in many other countries. For example, in the USA, if someone has a blood-alcohol level of over 80mg for each 100ml of blood, he will be sent to prison for one year. But in Britain, he will be fined 5,000 pounds and banned(禁止) from driving for 12 months, also he will be sent to prison for 6 months. In Germany, if a driver has a blood-alcohol level of over 60mg for each 100ml of blood, he won’t be allowed to drive until he passes a new driving test.
